Pedestal Rocks Loops
Ozark National Forest

A very special, unique place with marvelous rock formations; towering columns not attached to the cliffs.  They are impressive from above 
and fascinating below.  There are two loops, each about 2 miles.  Pedestal Rocks loop tours the "Pedestals"; King's Bluff loop goes to an 
outcropping with a sheer drop and spectacular view.  In wet seasons, a waterfall runs across the top of the outcrop and drops straight off 
the cliff.  This is an easy hike if you stay above the cliff line; more difficult if you want to go below and crawl around.
Planning notes: This hike is best used in conjunction with an overnight, either to the Buffalo River area or elsewhere in the Ozarks, using 

hwy 7.  It takes only a few hours to walk, but is 2 1/2 hours from Hot Springs.
We have tried this as a Saturday hike a couple of times.  It is a long day, but have gotten a good turn out.  Stop at 
Dewayne's in Dover for lunch afterwards.

Access Notes: Off highway AR 16, about 6 miles east of hwy AR 7 at Pelsor.  Trailhead well marked.  Large parking lot with a bathroom 
(one-holer).
